Ebulk 

Ebulk training is well underway and over 60% of our parishes are now submitting DBS applications 
online. It is hoped that over the next few months all parish reps will receive Ebulk training. Training will 
take place locally, if you have a venue that we could use for this purpose please contact the office  
alternatively if you are able to visit LACE please call and 1:1 training can be arranged.  
 
Points to remember when using Ebulk: 

1. Only one document can be used from each category i.e.  one utility bill, bank statement etc. 

2. Ensure one of the documents entered on to the system confirms the current address . 

3. Please forward self declaration and confirmation forms plus copies of ID documents verified to 
the office within 7 days of entering on to the system. Applications cannot be submitted until this 
paperwork has been received by the office. 

4. Please check applicants names and address have been entered correctly before proceeding  with 
entering the ID documents details online. 

5. Before entering ID documents ensure that they are eligible and within the required timeframe.

      Internet Safety 
Feedback from participants and attendees was very positive with many calling for the event to be                 
repeated next year. 
 

Top Ten Tips for Staying Safe on Line 
 

The Internet can be an extremely useful tool for young people, helping with homework 
etc. but instant messaging, chat rooms, emails and social networking sites can also bring trouble - from  
cyber bullying to more serious internet dangers, including exposure to sexual predators. Please pass on the 
top ten tips for staying safe online to parish youth groups. 

 
1.   Don’t post any personal information online.  
2.   Think carefully before posting pictures or videos of yourself. Once you have put a picture of                                

yourself online most people can see it and may be able to download it, it is not just yours          an-
ymore.  

3.   Keep your privacy settings as high as possible.  
4.  Never give out your passwords.  
5.   Don’t befriend people you don’t know.  
6.   Don’t meet up with people you have met online. Speak to your parent or carer about people     

suggesting you do.  
7.   Remember that not everyone online is who they say they are.  
8.   Think carefully about what you say before you post something online.  
9.   Respect other people’s views, even if you do not agree with their views, doesn’t mean you need 

to be rude.  
10. If you see something online that makes you feel uncomfortable, unsafe or worried leave the    

website, or to report to the agencies below.
